	What is the standard?




	[bookmark: rl-11-12-1]RL.11-12.1. Cite strong and thorough textual evidence to support analysis of what the text says explicitly as well as inferences drawn from the text, including determining where the text leaves matters uncertain.

	What skills must students have to master the standard?  What knowledge must they acquire?

	To master the standard, students must be able to read for meaning based on explicit and implicit cues. 
Using evidence found explicitly in the text, readers support the analysis by defining, observing, describing, naming, identifying, reciting, noting, and listing.  
Readers make inferences from what the text implicitly states (reading between the lines) by finding supporting textual evidence coming from more than one place in the text:  grouping, synthesizing, comparing/contrasting, inferring and sequencing.

	What must the student understand?

	This standard asks for a specific skill—the ability to cite text to support an analysis.  But it asks for it in light of a larger understanding—that texts don’t always say exactly what they mean.  Sometimes the proof (text support) for the student’s analysis will be explicit (in the text) but sometimes it will require inference.  
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 So students must first understand that analysis requires breaking the text into smaller parts as well as evaluating those parts to gain a better understanding.

	What new situation should a student be able to manage with this understanding?

	Students should be able to create and defend with text support an accurate analysis of a new text based on both explicit and implicit text clues.

	What skills/knowledge/meaning making activities must I include to fully teach the standard?  (stage three/AMT)

	Skills to be taught include practice summarizing, practice identifying typical author techniques for conveying meaning implicitly (figurative language, syntactical arrangement, etc.), practice comparing, contrasting, and otherwise grouping those techniques, and practice inferring author’s purpose (theme)  from the blending of the explicit information and implicit information gathered.
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
